Check In:  ALL HANDLERS MUST CHECK IN. NADAC has requested that 
we verify each dog's registration number. To expedite check in, send a copy 
of your dog's permanent height or registration card with your entry. All dogs 
not presenting a permanent height card with the entry or at check in must be 
measured during check in, except those dogs entered at the 20” and 20+” 
jump heights. Check in on Saturday is from 6:45 to 7:30 AM and on Sunday 
from 7:15 to 7:30 AM for dogs not showing on Saturday. (If Friday night 
check in is offered, the time will be listed in the confirmation letter.) On both 
days, walk through for the first courses is at 7:30 AM and classes begin at 
8:00 AM. 
 
Entry Rules:  We will accept entries postmarked on September 1, 2006, or 
later, until either the maximum number of runs per day is reached or the 
closing date of September 22, 2006, whichever comes first. Spaces in this 
trial will be allotted in postmark order, not in the order of receipt by the Trial 
Secretary. If more entries with the opening date postmark are received than 
the total number of slots available, priority entry will be given to a limited 
number of exhibitors who volunteer to help at the trial. The remaining slots 
will be drawn from randomly selected entries. If the trial fills on a subsequent 
date, the drawing will be made from all entries. No express or hand-
delivered entries will be accepted. Only 10 entries may be included in a 
single envelope; if an envelope contains more than 10 entries, all of the 
entries will be considered invalid. Any entry that is not accompanied by 
payment in full will be considered invalid. We have the right to refuse any 
entry. Anyone who is not currently in good standing with NADAC will not be 
allowed entry into the trial.

Donation: A percentage of the trial proceeds will be donated to a charity of 
the Trial Committee’s choice. 
 
Prizes and Awards: Purple rosettes will be awarded for all qualifying runs. 
Ribbons will be awarded for 1st through 6th place in each jump height in 
Novice classes. Ribbons will be awarded for 1st through 4th place for each 
jump height and class for all other levels. No placement ribbons are 
awarded in Chances since it is a pass/fail (qualifying/non-qualifying) class. 
At check in, each dog entered will receive a toy. 
 
Crating Space: In addition to space inside the arena building, the covered 
courtyard has been reserved for supplemental crating space.  
 
Food Vendor:  A food vendor will be on site both days. 
 
Vendors:  If you would like to be a vendor at this trial, please contact Traci 
Bruchok at adogcr8@juno.com by October 13, 2006. The "fee" for vendor 
space is a $25 donation in goods to the trial raffle. Vendor space is limited 
and must be reserved in advance; priority for vendor space is given to those 
who are participating in the trial. For the safety and enjoyment of everyone 
at the trial, all vendors are asked to use a modest amount of space for their 
displays and to cooperate with WAG in the location of their space at the trial 
facility. 

 

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FROM NADAC 

Registration Numbers and Trial Results:  Please check your dog’s 
NADAC registration number on your trial confirmation as soon as you 
receive it; also, please check the copy of the results posted at the trial. You 
should report any errors to the Trial Secretary immediately. NADAC no 
longer hand checks for discrepancies the records we send them at the end 
of the trial. Instead, they post the trial results to the files section of the 
NADACAgility@yahoogroups.com list within two weeks after receiving them 
from us. The trial results will remain on the list for at least thirty (30) days. 
Please accept the responsibility to review those results, and check that your 
registration number and qualifying points, as reported by the club, are 
correct. You can join the NADAC Agility list and set your settings to “no 
mail”. You’ll be able to view trial results and find discrepancies (if any) 
without receiving list mail. Contact NADAC only if your registration number 
or qualifying results are shown incorrectly on the list. Otherwise, you do not 
need to do anything. 
 
Levels:  Points earned at a higher level of a class, prior to the completion of 
the lower level title, will no longer be banked by NADAC for future use. As of 
June 1, 2006, if a dog earns points in a level of a class that they are not 
eligible to title in, those points will not be added to the dog's records.

NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS 

This trial is sanctioned by the North American Dog Agility Council (NADAC). 
Exhibitors, through submission of their entry, ackn owledge that they 
are knowledgeable of NADAC rules and regulations an d relevant WAG 
policies, including the following rules regarding e ntry, and agree to 
abide by all rules in effect at the time of this tr ial. 
 
Dogs must be registered  and have a valid registration number before 
entries will be accepted. NADAC registration forms can be obtained at the 
NADAC website, or dogs can be registered online to immediately receive a 
permanent registration number. Go to www.nadac.com (click on "Dogs" on 
the home page), or contact the Trial Secretary. 
 
Current Jump Height Table, Breed Exemption List, description of classes, 
levels, and divisions are included in the current NADAC Exhibitor’s 
Handbook. A copy of the current Exhibitor’s Handbook may be downloaded 
for free from the NADAC website. Or Exhibitors may request a hard copy of 
the current Exhibitor’s Handbook by sending $5.00 to: North American Dog 
Agility Council, 11522 S. Hwy. 3, Cataldo, Idaho 83810. Exhibitors may 
contact NADAC at info@nadac.com with general questions or for 
information. 
 
· All dogs must be on leash when not competing in the ring. 
· No leads, collars, food, toys, or other aids or devices will be permitted 

on the course at any time. 
· Checks not honored by the bank do not constitute a valid entry fee. 
· There will be a $20.00 service charge for bank returned checks. There 

will be no refunds in the event that a dog and/or handler are dismissed 
from competition, regardless of the reason for dismissal. 

· 100% of entry fees will be refunded if requested before the closing date. 
After the closing date, injured or ill handlers or injured, ill or in-heat dogs 
will receive a refund, less a $10.00 handling fee. Verification from a 
doctor or vet may be requested. 

· Running order will be determined at the club's discretion. An attempt will 
be made to separate runs for handlers with more than one dog in a 
class. 

 
THE MANAGEMENT will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any 
dog exhibited, or for the possessions of any exhibitor, whether the result 
was by accident or any other cause. It is distinctly understood that every dog 
at this event is in the care and custody and control of his owner or handler 
during the entire time the dog is on the show premises. Any exhibitor whose 
dogs and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage 
in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Trial 
Committee, be asked to leave the show site. In such case, no refund of fees 
paid will be made.

CAMPING 

There are three types of camping available at Benton County Fairgrounds 
(BCF) for the WAG trial. 
 
1) $15.00 per night : Electrical hookups only; these spaces are at the front of 
the Fairgrounds near the arena where the trial is being held.  
2) $25.00 per night:  Electrical, water, cable and other goodies; these 
spaces are somewhat farther away on concrete slabs with grass surrounds.  
3) $11.00 per night: Tent camping (up to 4 people in a tent). 
 
The $15.00 per night fee for the approx. 25-30 such spaces has been 
negotiated by WAG with BCF. If you want one of these spaces, check the 
correct line on your trial entry form and send the additional $15.00 per night 
to WAG with your entry fee. With your confirmation, you will receive a 
camping tag, which must be displayed in your camping rig. You are not 
allowed to park in the deluxe spots in the back for this price.  Available on a 
first-come, first-served basis. 
 
If you would like a $25.00 space or would like to tent-camp, you must 
contact BCF directly at (541) 766-6521, 766-6088, or 766-6089. BCF has 
told us to tell you that it is better to reserve the spot than wait and that your 
credit card does get charged when you reserve. With 24 hours notice BCF 
will refund your money via a County check. 
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AGREEMENT 

The person who signs this agreement represents that he/she is authorized to 
enter into this agreement on behalf of both exhibitor and the owner of 
entered dog. In consideration of acceptance of this entry: 
 
1.1 As used here NADAC means North American Dog Agility Council, its 
members, officers, employees, show chairs, show committees and agents. 
1.2 Exhibitor/owner, agree to abide by the rules and regulations of 
NADAC and any other rules and regulations appearing in the premium for 
this event. 
1.3 Exhibitor/owner certify that the entered dog is not a hazard to 
persons, dogs or property and that the entered dog’s rabies vaccination is 
current in accordance with the requirement of the state in which the dog 
resides. 
1.4 Exhibitor/owner acknowledge all hazards presented by the event and 
the event premises, including by not limited to, the condition of the floors, 
stairways, halls, lighting, security measures or lack of, electrical appliances, 
fitting, show rings, parking areas and the presence of unfamiliar animals and 
people; exhibitor and owner assume the risk of any harm arising from these. 
1.5 Exhibitor/owner release NADAC (Including NADAC officers, 
employees and member), and will defend them and hold them harmless from 
all present and future loss, injury, damage, claims, demands and liabilities 
involving the entered dog, the event or event premises. Without limiting the 
generality of the foregoing hold harmless provisions, Exhibitor/owner hereby 
specifically assume sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify and save 
aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and expenses 
(including legal fees) by reason of the liability imposed by law upon any of 
the aforementioned parties for damages my (our) participation in this event, 
howsoever such injury or death may be caused and whether or not the same 
may have been caused or may have been alleged to have been caused by 
negligence of the aforementioned parties or any of their employees or agents 
or any other persons. 
1.6 I/we acknowledge that by entering this class or event, I am or will be, 
a Limited Member of the Willamette Agility Group. 
 
In consideration of the acceptance of the entry, I/we agree to abide by the 
rules and regulations of NADAC in effect at the time of this trial, and by any 
additional rules and regulations as approved by the board of NADAC for this 
trial. I/we certify that the dog entered is not a hazard to persons or other 
dogs.
